Bukhara State Museum-Re-
serve has a rich collection, among
which is a sample of unique wood
carving - a cenotaph (tombstone)
from the burial place of Saifud-
din Bokharzi (1190-1261), who
lived in the Middle Ages and
was awarded the status of Shaikh
ul-olam in Islamic world. It is
believed that the tombstone was
made by an unknown master after
the death of the sheikh, commis-
sioned by followers of his teach-
ings. The tombstone contains the
dates of birth and death of the
sheikh, verses from the Koran,
praises of the sheikh, as well as
instructive lines from Sufi poetry.

According to historical infor-
mation, Mongol Khan Berkahon,
who conquered Bukhara, convert-
ed to Islam under the influence of
the sermons of Saifuddin Bokhar-
zi and joined the sheikh as a mu-
rid. With the educational support
of Sheikh Saifuddin Bokharzi, he
established his power in the ter-
ritory from the North Caucasus
to the Siberian plains and played
an important role in convert-

ing the peoples of these regions
to Islam. One more of the Mon-
golian khans, Bayan Kuli Khan,
considered Saifuddin Boharzi his

pir and, being a true murid of the
sheikh, he was buried in the mau-
soleum next to the resting place
of his mentor.

Saifuddin Bokharzi was buried
in Fatkhobod massif in Bukha-
ra in 1261, subsequently a mau-
soleum was built over his burial
place and this territory became
a place of worship for the local
population. The sources indi-
cate that Sahibkiran Amir Temur,
while in Bukhara, always visited
this place of worship, by his de-
cree a garden was laid out on the
Fatkhobod massif, the mausole-
um was restored, a ziyoratkhona
was built - a room at the place of
pilgrimage and an eastern por-
tal. The mausoleum, built in the
12th-14th centuries, has survived
to this day. There are 11 burials
in the mausoleum, as indicated
in “Kitobi Mullozoda”, these are
the burials of the two sons of the
sheikh - Jamoliddin Muhammad
and Mazhariddin Mutakhhir, the
grandson of Abu Mufakhir Yahyo,
the great-grandsons of Khovand
Burgoniddin, Ruhiddin Sheikh
Dovud and other relatives.

As indicated in the documents
stored in Bukhara State Muse-
um-Reserve, a wooden tombstone
(sagana) was installed on the
sheikh’s grave in the 14th centu-
ry. In the museum’s registration
book, this exhibit is recorded un-
der number 1486/13, it was also
indicated that it arrived at the
museum presumably in the mid-
dle of the last century. For many
years, the exhibit was exhibited
in “Tariqat Tarihi” museum on the
territory of the Bahauddin Naqsh-
bandi memorial complex.

According to the museum’s
research staff, archaeological re-
search was conducted in Saifud-
din Bokharzi mausoleum at the
beginning of the 20th century,
and the tombstone on the sheikh’s
grave was stolen around 1906-
1907. It was noted that the tomb-
stone had the shape of a chest on
legs, all sides were decorated with
wood carvings, and the top was
covered with a flat lid made up of
four parts. During the study of the
tombstone, the lid was not found.
Ravshanov Uktamali, an employee
of the Bukhara State Museum-Re-
serve, noted that in 2022, during
a scientific trip to London, at an
exhibition in British Museum, he
saw part of the wooden tombstone
of Saifuddin Bokharzi, which was
taken out between 1899-1902.

The wooden circle, front
and side parts and double door
from the tombstone of Saifuddin
Bokharzi have survived to this
day. The front part is rectangular,
254 cm long, 142 cm high, the
part of the circle decorated with
patterns is 131 cm. The front part
is divided into five parts, the cen-
tral part is decorated with Arabic
script, the left and side parts are
decorated with geometric patterns
and patterns in “islimi” style. The
overall size of the tombstone was
approximately 154 x 254 cm; no
nails or glue were used to connect
its parts. According to wood carv-
ing masters, the tombstone was
made in three layers using the
“pakhpardoz” and “chokapardoz”
methods.

The surface of the tombstone
is framed with a relief border and
forms a complete composition, in
the center of which is a semi-col-
umn panel with mehrab. In the
side parts of the central compo-
sition, all the methods of carving
art inherent in Central Asia (girih,
pargorii islimi, epigraphy) are
skillfully applied. The surface is
decorated with patterns and epi-
graphic inscriptions typical of
“Devony” script.

It should be noted that indi-
vidual forms are not specifically
completed by the masters. The
reason for this was the desire to
form an understanding that per-
fection belongs only to Allah, and
in Sufism one must be humble
and far from vanity.

Currently, by order of the re-
gional khokimiyat and the Agen-
cy for Cultural Heritage, with
the sponsorship of local entre-
preneur A.Razzokov, restorer of
Bukhara State Museum-Reserve
Dilmurod Kholov is restoring
this exhibit.
