Abstract. Globalization leads to increasing trends of structural changes in the regional economy, which is
expressed in the effective use of competitive advantages of regions, the desire to preserve their uniqueness and
increase the role of the region in the national and global economy. The relevance of the research topic is determined
by the need to assess structural changes in the territorial-sectoral structure of the regional economy. The analysis
of structural changes is based on the use of such methods as data evaluation, grouping, comparisons.

There are various approaches to assessing
the structure of production: industry, regional, sec-
toral, reproductive, technological. The structure of the
economy in the appropriate context reveals the nec-
essary interrelations of social production, acts as a
characteristic of its structuring factor, uniting the com-
ponents of the national economy into a national eco-
nomic system. In its movement, self-preservation as
a whole and self-development can be distinguished.
In accordance with them, the regional economy in the
first case should be capable of self- sufficiency, in the
second — of qualitative improvement. This puts for-
ward corresponding requirements for the structure of
the economy in each of the above aspects. The re-
productive structure corresponded to this most fully,
allowing to express the continuity of social reproduc-
tion as a unity of the processes of simple renewal
(self-preservation) and expansion (self-development)
of the national economy. Macroeconomic develop-
ment is accompanied by complication of interrela-
tions, its specific quantitative proportions, modifica-
tion of the models of the structure of the national
economy. This also entails changes in the signifi-
cance of individual elements of the structure for the
further development of the economic system itself
and in their impact on other areas of human activity
and the person himself.

As a result of the analysis of foreign and local
experience, two main approaches were identified in
developing a methodology for assessing structural
changes in the socio-economic development of the
region:

- using a set of indicators characterizing
economic, social, technological and investment as-
pects;

- developing an integral indicator that gen-
erally reflects the level of socio-economic develop-
ment of the region.

Analysis of structural changes allows to as-
sess the current state of the regional economy, iden-
tify the main trends in development, identify factors
that hinder or stimulate growth, develop regional de-
velopment strategies, and improve state manage-
ment of the economy.

In order to analyze the structural changes in
the economy of the Bukhara region, statistical data
for 2010, 2016, and 2023 years were compiled and
the structural change index (C) and the rate of struc-
tural change (V) were calculated.

The values of the structural change index and
their explanations are presented in the table below
(Table 1).

Table 1
Structural Change Index Analysis Table
Index value Meaning

0-19 There are almost no structural changes. The structure of the economic sector is stable.
2,0-3,9 Low-level structural changes have been observed. There are minor changes.
4,0-5,9 Moderate structural changes. The economic structure shows fairly significant changes.
6,0-7,9 High-level structural changes. Indicates that the economic structure is changing significantly.

8.0 and above Very high structural changes. There have been sharp shifts in the structure of the economic sector.

The structural change index (C) for 2010-
2016 years is 4.06. This value indicates that the eco-
nomic structure of Bukhara region has changed by
4.06 units during this period.

The structural change index for 2016-2023
years was calculated using the above formula. The
result showed that the economic structure of Bukhara
region has changed by 7.45 units during 2016-2023

years. This change is quite significant and indicates
that significant shifts have occurred in the sectoral
structure of the economy.

The structural change index for 2010-2023
years showed that the economic structure of Bukhara
region has changed by 4.66 units. This change is
moderate, but higher than in 2010-2016 years (Table
2).

In developing regional economic policy, it is of
great importance to analyze the structure of the econ-
omy at both the national and regional levels. The ter-
ritorial distribution of economic objects is influenced
by socio-economic, natural and geographical factors.
Territorial proximity to resources and markets, as well
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as the correct organization of transport connections
and employment of the population, are of great im-
portance, since these factors lead to the stratification
of regional development. This, in turn, affects struc-
tural changes in the regional economy and makes it
possible to identify priority areas of its development:

In the context of further development of the
export-oriented economy and ensuring the broad
participation of economic entities in foreign trade, the
following are recommended: The proposal to imple-
ment a training program (offline and online) for Bu-
khara region entrepreneurs to form skills in exporting
products to the markets of developed countries (the
European Union) is justified;

To organize an agrologistics complex in the
Bukhara region, accredited by the Quarantine and
Plant Protection Agency of Uzbekistan and the Fed-
eral Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Super-
vision of the Russian Federation. The launch of this
project in the Bukhara region will allow for a more
complete export of quality fruits and vegetables from
the region to Russia;

Using the unique characteristics of the Bu-
khara region, agrotourism services can be organized
in the following areas: agroecotourism; agroeth-
notourism; agrogastrotourism; cultural tourism (ex-
cursions to historical monuments); agrotourism + ed-
ucational tourism; agrotourism + medical tourism; the
Karakul Miracle project and the sericulture program
(thus broadening the customer reach);

It was proposed to analyze the socio-eco-
nomic situation in the district, prepare scientifically
based proposals on this, as well as establish cooper-
ation between Bukhara State University and the Ro-
mitan district administration as an experiment;

To create an innovative and educational clus-
ter on the basis of the Bukhara Engineering and
Technology Institute (BETI), which will become a
center for training highly qualified personnel for high-
tech sectors of the Uzbek economy. To create condi-
tions for sustainable growth of competencies, scien-
tific and technical and technological level, and prod-
uct competitiveness;

Digital infrastructure and information technol-
ogies are developing unevenly across regions, which
may slow down economic growth rates in some dis-
tricts. However, in recent years, the widespread in-
troduction of Internet coverage and technologies has
accelerated practices aimed at ensuring inter-re-
gional equality. There are a number of problems in
the development of the digital economy in the re-
gions. Due to the lack of technological infrastructure
in many regions, digital services cannot be widely im-
plemented. For example, in regions with low Internet
speed, it is difficult to use digital services, which hin-
ders the balanced development of the digital econ-
omy at the regional level;

Development of an interactive information-an-
alytical electronic map based on geographic infor-
mation systems (GIS) technology that evaluates the
socio-economic development of the Karakol district
("Karakol" SEZ) and evaluates its potential for inves-
tors and entrepreneurs of the Bukhara State Univer-
sity.

Conclusion

The main goal of studying the sectoral struc-
ture of the economy of the Bukhara region is to iden-
tify the characteristics of the economic development
of the region and increase its efficiency. In this pro-
cess, the share of each sector in GDP, development
rates and the level of use of economic resources are
studied. Special attention is also paid to identifying
key areas for ensuring inter-sectoral balance, optimal
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allocation of resources and increasing competitive-
ness.

The results of the study will allow developing
practical recommendations for improving regional
economic policy, creating new jobs and increasing
the well-being of the population. At the same time,
strategic measures can be developed to diversify
sectors and achieve sustainable economic growth in
the future.

Analysis of the sectoral structure determines
the main characteristics of the regional economy. In
particular, the share of each sector in GDP, their in-
terdependence and the efficiency of using economic
resources are assessed. The main trends, opportuni-
ties and limitations in the development of sectors are
also identified. This allows us to draw conclusions
about which sectors are leading in development and
which need additional stimulation. For example, in
2023, the agriculture, forestry and fisheries sector oc-
cupied the largest share in the economy of the Bu-
khara region, leading with an indicator of 38398.6 bil-
lion soums. The industrial sector was in second place
with a volume of 31860.4 billion soums, playing an
important role in the regional economy. The services
sector contributed a significant part of economic ac-
tivity with an indicator of 19294.1 billion soums, while
the construction sector accounted for a relatively
smaller share of the economy with a volume of
9468.8 billion soums. These indicators indicate the
existence of diversification in the economy and the
opportunities for the development of the services
sector and construction. In addition, the analysis al-
lows us to determine the economic potential of the
region, the level of inter-sectoral balance and diversi-
fication. On this basis, strategic directions will be de-
veloped to increase employment, create new jobs,
expand export potential and introduce innovative
technologies. The results of the analysis are of great
importance in the formulation of regional develop-
ment policies and ensuring sustainable economic
growth.

Thus, structural changes in the regions are a
complex transformation process of the economic
structure of the region, associated with a change in
the ratio between sectors, a change in types of pro-
duction, a transition to new technologies and innova-
tions, and reflect the adaptation of the region to
changing internal and external conditions.
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
