Since the 1960s there has been an explosion in the number of books
published. Novels, poems and plays are being written and printed at
an unprecedented rate thanks to technological developments in the
printing process. Does this increase in the number of books produced
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cultural features characteristic of Westernsocieties in the aftermath of
artistic Modernism. In this view, “postmodernity " asserts itself from
about 1956 with the exhaustion of the high Modernist project, reftected
in the work of S. Beckett among others, and the huge cultural impact of
television and popular music.

The term has been applied as a “period” label more confidently by
architectural historians than by students of literature, and many
disputants maintain that artistic or literary works described as
“postmodernist” are really continuations of the Modernist tradition.
Nevertheless, some general literary features of the period have been
identified as tendencies to parody, pastiche, skepticism, irony,
fatalism, the mixing of “high” and “low" cultural allusions, and an
indifference to the redemptive mission of Art as conceived by the
Modernist pioneers. Postmodernism thus favors random play rather
than purposeful action, surface rather than depth.
