The irony is the opposite of expectation. When our expectation doesn’t happen, conflict
will arise. When we know the truth about a dangerous situation and watch someone
approach that danger, it creates uncertainty or tension. When someonz says one thing and
means another, it creates complexity.

All of these elements (contradiction, tension, complexity) are the main building blocks in
telling a story. The irony is the opposite of what we expected. The main thing here is the
"opposite”, not the other way around. This difference can be found in language (as opposed
to what we mean) or in context (what we expect from what actually happens). Situational
irony is where a character moves, and their actions backfire on what they want.

Let's take a look at the situational irony in the literature:
