In the 21st century, humanity has felt more strongly that it is integrated with
the universe and nature.

Today, as a result of such
attempts to pursue political, economic, and social goals on Earth, one can observe
that huge spiritual losses occur, the centuries-old values of nations, national thinking
and way of life are in vain, their spirituality is in serious danger.

Spiritual threats are ideological, ideological, informational attacks of various
forms aimed at undermining the spiritual world, the psyche of people.

Mass culture is a vivid manifestation of the spiritual threat. By now, mass cul-
ture has become a serious threat to national systems of statehood. Unlike true spirit-
uality, which spiritually elevates a person, mass culture enhances the intellectual,
aesthetic, moral degradation of the individual.

There are the following social forms of mass culture: individualism that puts
personal interests above all else, egocentrism, the idea of free love, computer games
based on violence, commercial films, works of art with a low aesthetic level that do
not give spiritual food, wearing clothes that contradict the traditions of society, pierc-
ing, tattooing, dolls, toys, etc., alien to our national nature, are produced for abroad.
Such types of subculture as hippies, emo, goth, neo-fascism, which are widespread
among young people, are also a negative manifestation of mass culture.
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Considering dirt as a culture, such situations of neglect of primordial spiritual
values pose a great danger to the education of young people. Therefore, it is advisa-
ble to develop a system of national ideas and real values.

As you know, the role of family education in the spiritual maturation of a per-
son is incomparable. The range of educational influence of the family on children is
extremely wide, as is the range of social influence.

However, at a later time, the family has a number of problems in the upbring-
ing of children, their upbringing. Negative relationships between parents and children
can cause behavioral abnormalities in children, as well as the occurrence of psycho-
somatic diseases.

Deviant behavior of an individual or deviant morality (deviatio — Latin "devia-
tion") is a form of morality that does not comply with generally accepted or officially
established social norms .

In adolescence, prone to stress and depression, the appearance of deviant
morality, which worries about its relevance, is suicide (lot. suicaedere - to commit su-
icide) .

Next time, games that attract still underage teenagers to their domain, such as
"Blue Whale", "Quiet House", "Winx", "run or die", which have become popular in var-
ious segments of social networks such as "Instagram", "In Contact" and have caused
a lot discussions will also end with the participant's suicide event.

Deviant human behavior is a form of morality that does not comply with gener-
ally accepted or officially established social norms. Deviant morality manifests itself in
various manifestations. This problem is studied within the disciplines of psychology,
criminology, medicine, and sociology.

The most widely publicized manifestations of deviant morality are:

- the commission of a crime;

- alcoholism;

- addiction;

- suicide.

Today's analysis shows that as a result of violations of social norms in the per-
sonality of a teenager, we can observe 52 cases of crime for every thousand teenag-
ers, 14 cases of alcoholism, 15 cases of drug addiction, 19 cases of suicide (Table
1).

Suicide, in other words, is the appearance of deviant morality, which worries
about its relevance in adolescence, prone to suicidal stress and depression. Suicide
is a catastrophe that is difficult to prevent in most cases. The reasons that prompted
a person to say goodbye to his life remain a mystery even for his relatives and loved
ones.

Suicidal people usually suffer from severe mental pain, severe depression,
experience stress and look to the future with disappointment. They feel deprived of
the opportunity to cope with their problems.

Suicide treatment poses a number of difficult questions for scientists. The de-
velopment of successful therapies for adolescents who are still suicidal remains rele-
vant. A number of psychological, therapeutic programs have been developed to pre-
vent suicide, but it remains unclear how such programs can reduce the overall risk
factors and suicide rate among adolescents in real life.

Suicide indicates that in society, in relations between people, a person has
problems that he himself could not solve or did not want to solve in the usual way ac-
cessible to everyone, anxiety arises associated with personal hardships, disappoint-
ment and depression. Suicide can often be caused by long-term iliness, and some-
times even disability.
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The commission of suicide by minors is influenced by personal tragedy, natu-
ral disasters, despair, fear of death.

Checking cases of suicide of minor’'s shows that most suicides occur as a re-
sult of discord in the family, rudeness of teachers, educators, disagreements with
classmates, various conflicts, inattention of others.

In many cases, young people dare to draw the attention of parents and teach-
ers to their problems and show such a terrible way as a revolt against rudeness, in-
difference, dishonesty and cruelty.

Young people who are suicidal usually do not seek help directly: however,
their parents, the administration of the institution or peers may detect warning signs
and take some steps to save the teenager.

Listening to a person, you can save his life! If you know someone who is trying
to commit suicide, or suspect that “he has a tendency to suicide,” then you can help
him save his life, just listen to what he says!

People who are suicidal often think: "No one needs me," "I have no other
choice," and "no one cares about me."

Listening to people, we show insensitivity to what is happening to them, and to
what may happen.

Parents should contact the administration of the institution or social centers for
help as soon as possible. It is also necessary that the administration and the psy-
chologist of the educational institution constantly monitor such students and accom-
pany them until they completely exit the parasuicidal state.
