Uzbekistan has accumulated a great deal
of historical experience in the construction of

B

administrative buildings and structures. In Bukhara |
city, at 12 Abdullabekov Street, there is a judicial

institution built in the 17th-19th centuries -
Kozikhona, which now is considered as a monument
of cultural heritage.

According to the type of construction, there were
several types of administrative buildings, the most
important of which were legislative institutions. Such
structures were quite actively used until the beginning
of the 20th century, among the population they were
known under the names “Kozikhona”, “Kozi Urda”,
“Dor-ul Kuzzot”. Previously, qadis carried out their
activities in places convenient for themselves, in
most cases, so-called service offices were organized
for them in mosques, madrassas, and even in their
own courtyards. Later, the construction of legislative
institutions — Kozikhona (court premises) began.

The houses of the qadis did not differ in design and
construction from the houses of Bukhara population,
but they fully met the requirements for receiving
citizens and providing legal services. In Bukhara, the
construction and design of houses was almost the
same for officials at all levels. The houses of Bukhara
population, depending on traditional architecture
and location, consisted of two parts: external (havli
berun) and internal (havli durun). Qadis and other
officials had the same houses.

There were several Kozikhona in Bukhara. The
central Kozikhona was located outside the Ark -
to the southwest of the Kalon minaret, near the
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ravine on Sharifjon Street between the Shahriston
and Gavkushon quarters. In the 16th century, this
sparsely populated area was known as Mirzokuli
Guzari. Local people worked in Kozikhona, mainly
holding the positions of mirza and mulozim.

Three gates led into the Kozikhona. Citizens
came to the reception through the central gate.
There were two supas in the courtyard, in the large
supa on weekdays citizens were provided with legal
services called “kirk a’lam” - 40 ulemas, who held the
positions of zhibachi, mirzoboshi, korovulbegi. The
large supa (on the right side) was intended for the
“darbon” (security guard). His job was to be on duty
at the gate, to meet citizens who came to see him
and to escort them to Kozikalons. Much attention
was paid to the equipment of the gates. The guards
of Kozikalons’ house and the "shabgards" (night
watchmen) hung "tavl" (kettle drums) and "nakhshin"
(clubs) on the gates for use in emergency situations.
At a certain time of the night, shabgard would strike
the nakhshin on the tavl to ensure that he was awake
and on duty. The central gates were never closed. And
if these gates were closed, it was for a very short time.
Since the main goal was the immediate reception of
the emir’s instructions and official urgent letters.
Even on Tuesdays — Kozikalons’ day off, the central
gates remained open.

Kozikhona was divided into three courtyards,
each of which had its own purpose.

The first courtyard housed the reception room,
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mahzarhona (document room), aminonakhona
(amin’sroom), mutavallikhona (room for the business
managers), muftikhona, mahramkhona (assistants’
room) and other rooms for registering documents.
There was also a communications room in this
courtyard, where there was a telephone for prompt
communication with the kushbegi, devonbegi, rais,
mirshabboshi, and by the beginning of the 20th
century, with other administrative departments.
Mirzas and translators were on duty in this room
in turn. Only the living room with a terrace, where
Kozikalon sat, the chancery and the room for the
mufti have survived from this courtyard by now. All
trials were held just in this courtyard.

The citizen brought by the darbon was first
received by two mahrams - the closest assistants of
Kozikalon, they listened to the legal appeal of the
person who arrived. In the room for the mufti, under
the chairmanship of the mufti-alam, a meeting of
the "devoni mufti" - a council of 15 ulems was held,
in compliance with the rules of the Sharia, "fatvo",
"sizhjil", "rivoyat" were compiled, then the citizen was
taken to Kozikalons. As a rule, qadi together with his
secretary - "mirzo-i kalon" invited the citizen through
a small window to the "boyro-i shariat" (Sharia rug),
and conducted "murofaa” (heard the claim, appeal,
carried out a legal process). Plaintiffs on personal
or social issues were brought in through the hallway.
The summer reception hall of Kozikalon, facing
north with five doors and high columns, was also
located in this courtyard.

On the southern side of the courtyard, there was
a large living room, where Kozikalon received close
people and high-ranking officials. The living room
had three doors facing the northern side and served
as windows, through these doors one could pass into
other courtyards.

According to the notes of the scientist M.Yusupov,
who studied the judicial and legal system of the
Bukhara Emirate in the 1940s, the decoration of the
Kozikalon living room was quite simple, the floor
was covered with Tekin carpets, narrow and long
kurpachas “kurpachayi davrihona” (a blanket for
sitting) were spread around the room along the walls.

Along the path leading to the right of the gate
there were rooms, in one of them — mirzohona —
5-6 mirzos worked. One of them was the chief and
he was called as “mirzoyi kalon” The secretary of
Kozikhona, that is, mirzo, kept a special notebook in
which documents on the construction of Kozikhona
were registered. In the Kozikhona of Bukhara, from
40 to 60 workers from various classes carried out
judicial activity.

In Kozikhona, there was a special room for the
muharrir, in which one of the 15 muftis of Bukhara
was on duty every day. They were considered
educated people who knew the basics of Sharia
and religious law well. Many of them later became
qadis. The chief mufti was appointed by the emir or



Kozikalon and was given the rank of "alam" (Arabic
"expert", "scholar").

In Kozihona, there were also 12 specialists
"tariqachi" who were engaged in the distribution of
inherited property. These were people who received
higher education in madrasah and mastered the
science of inheritance law based on Sharia.

The second courtyard housed utility rooms
(restroom, kitchen, writing room (mirzokhona),
ablution room). In mirzokhona, mirzas (muharrirs)
provided legal services to citizens. Muharrirs, based
on the conclusions of the “devoni mufti,” drew up final
documents for the trial and decision. The “mirzoyi
izhora” (secretary for rental affairs) also operated
in this courtyard. He kept records of waqf property
and drew up vasikas — official documents confirming
ownership, as well as rental and trade documents.

The third courtyard was intended for the
Kozikalon family, but it has not survived.

The building in the first courtyard of Kozikhona
had three tiers: the upper part, as noted above, was
allocated for administrative premises; the middle
part, that is, the basement, was called “tagkhona,” and
the lower part served as a stall. In the basement, there
were six rooms that were used as temporary holding
cells for detainees. Under the taghona there was an
“asphona” — a room for horses and carts, which could
be entered through “Kavshi Olak” market. Also in
the asphona there were dark rooms without windows
— “saiskhona”. During the investigative process,
interrogations of “silent” criminals were conducted
in these rooms.

Based on the information of the famous scientist
and educator Abdurauf Fitrat, it can be assumed that
Sadriddin Mullah Tukhmak ugliworkedin Kozikhona,
which we studied (periods of activity: 1863-1865,
1869-1870). A native of the Kulob bey of Eastern
Bukhara, Sadriddin Mullah Tukhmak ugli worked as
Kozikalon during the reigns
of Amir Muzaffariddin and
Amir Abdulakhad. Thanks
to his efforts, the position of
kazikalon in Bukhara became
hereditary. His son Badriddin
and grandson Burkhoniddin
began their activities in the
third courtyard of Kozikhona
and subsequently occupied
the position of Kozikalon.
It should be noted, that this
dynasty of kazis was respected
among the residents of the city,
the people called their house
“Ibn  Bayzo”, “Khonadoni
Bayzo”, that is, a bright, pure,
light-filled house.

The documents of
Qushbegi chancery of Bukhara
Emirate indicate that the Emir

personally paid attention to providing service houses
for officials holding high positions. Any of the
officials could contact the Emir on a housing issue.
The palace owned several courtyards in the center
of the city, which were used to provide housing for
high-ranking officials. With the personal blessing of
the Emir, these courtyards were provided to high-
ranking officials in need of housing for temporary
residence with their families during the period of
performing official duties. Probably, the Kozikhona
we are considering was provided to the dynasty of
kazis in the same way.

As aresult of the invasion of the Red Army from
August 28 to September 2, 1920, many buildings were
burned in Bukhara, and the part of Kozikhona suffered.

After the end of Kozikhona’s activity as a legal
institution, the ancient courtyard passed to the
jurisdiction of the Bukhara People’s Soviet Republic
(1920-1927).In 1922, by order of Fayzulla Khodjaev
(1896-1938), printing equipment was brought from
abroad and a “Printing Factory” for the production
of state signs was organized in Kozikhona.

In 1930, a textile enterprise named after
Telman began operating in Kozikhona, and later
a girls’ school was located there. After World
War II, the building was transferred to Bukhara
Department of Public Education, from 1970 to
2016, the building housed preschool education
institution No. 12 “Dilrabo” of the Department
of Methodological Support and Organization
of Activities of Public Education Institutions
of Bukhara. On October 4, 2019, based on
Resolution No. 846 of the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Approval of the
National List of Real Estate Objects of Material
Cultural Heritage”, “Ancient Yard” (area 0.1648
hectares) was taken under state protection.
